The month of May is dedicated to honour Mary, the mother of God
May 20 – St Bernadine of Siena, priest, Franciscan Friar Minor, charismatic itinerant preacher & writer; Patron of compulsive gamblers, in all areas of speaking, advertising, communications, personnel, public relations, against hoarseness, respiratory problems, 
May 21 – St Christopher Magallanes and Companions, Martyrs of the Mexican Revolution
May 21 – St Eugène de Mazenod, Bishop, formed the Missionaries of Provence, renamed the Congregation of the Oblates of Mary Immaculate, evangelizing and proclaiming the Gospel to the poorest populations in America, South Africa and Asia; 
Patron of dysfunctional families
May 22 – Ste Rita of Cascia, Religious, Augustinian; Patron of desperate, seemingly impossible causes and situations
May 24 – Bl. Louis-Zépherin Moreau, Bishop, founded the Union of St-Joseph, the Sisters of St-Joseph of Ste-Hyacinthe, and the Sisters of Ste-Martha, helped establish the forerunners of today’s mutual societies & credit unions.
